Young Carers—who are we?
We are children and young adults under the age of 18, whose lives are restricted because we need to take responsibility for the care of someone who is ill, has a disability, is experiencing mental ill health or is affected by alcohol or substance abuse.

“Imagine a childhood where you cannot socialize because you are responsible for the housework and shopping, where you cannot invite your friends home in case your parent is having a ‘bad’ day, where you have no time for homework, are too tired in class and you have nobody to turn to for help.  Then multiply it by remoteness and lack of transport”   Quote from Maureen Macmillan MSP
What does the Project do?
· We provide a safe place for young carers to come to and be children first by having fun and time out from responsibilities.

· We provide weekly support groups for more than 50 young carers each year.

· We organize four respite day breaks away from home during the year.

· We support young carers who attend school, social work and other meetings.

· We provide one to one support to discuss any worries or difficulties and to share ideas on how things might be improved.

· We provide in-house and external training for young carers, this includes First Aid, promoting safety at home, making and keeping friends and positive behavior change.

· We also provide training to help other services understand the stresses and support needs of young carers.

· We provide skill development opportunities to help young carers keep up with others in their age group.

· We provide bereavement support when it is needed.
What is Gift Aid?

Gift Aid is one of the easiest and most effective ways of giving to charity.  Using Gift Aid means that for every pound you give, the charity you are supporting will receive an extra 28p from the Inland Revenue.  For example—a Gift Aid donation of £10.00 is worth £12.80 to the charity.

On top of this, higher rate taxpayers are eligible to reclaim as much as £23 from the taxman for every £100 donated to charity, by including details of their Gift Aid donation on their Self Assessment form.

Providing you pay as much tax (income and/or capital gains) as the charity will be entitled to reclaim on your donations in the same financial year, you are entitled to use Gift Aid.  For example, if you wish to Gift Aid your charitable donations that total £100 in one year, you will need to have paid at least £28.00 to the taxman during that tax year.

Gift Aid also covers any one-off donations you make to the charity and covers any donations you have made since 6th April 2000. 

What your contribution can provide:

£2 a month can provide 1 young carer with a hot snack and drink at their support group sessions.

£5 a month can provide the above plus sufficient activity       materials for their support group sessions.

£10 a month can provide all of the above plus one local and one off island break from caring responsibilities at home.
